When stood
correctly had a lovely outline but the handler tended to over stretch him.  He had good length of neck, correct bone, and
tight feet.  He had a well angled rear and good spotting.  He never stopped wagging his tail and moved ok. 
3 Lockhart, Salvadorada Mischief Maker Of Lockdalm. 

JD (3) 1 Clement & Marley, Spottified Young Forseti For Perdita's (Imp Bel). All 3 boys in this class at that typical
teenage age, all being full of themselves and putting their handlers through the mill!

His topline is firm and a correct
tail set. His rear is well muscled and has the correct angulation.  He moved soundly both ways.   Pleased to award him
the RDCC.

OD (2) A 1 Foxall, Cotterspot Swaledale Duke. This boy was in Limit and was outshone by some quality males and
unplaced. He is not a bad size and shape and was in good overall condition both in body and muscle tone.  His head is
ok and his spotting was ok.  He has a nice temperament and was happy, enjoying himself. 
2 Wilkins, Gloriandus Petersburg At Salvadorada, this 5 year old boy is a big boy throughout and is just too big for me.
